Unique Cableway Opened

The new Waterberg-Nyl Tourist Map sponsored by 
advertisers in the local tourism industry,  was launched 
during August 2008 and is already contributing to a 
number of new tourists flocking to the area.  The map 
was also very well received at the August Getaway 
Outdoor Show, where 1 500 copies were distributed.

Unlike other maps this attractive, illustrated map is 
true to scale and includes all the important tourist and 
other attractions of the area, all roads, kilometer 
distances and even emergency numbers.

The map is available at participating advertisers and 
information centres throughout the area.

On 30 August the aerial cableway at Euphoria Golf
Estate  Hydro was officially handed over to Euphoria
by the Doppelmayer/Garavente manufacturing com-
pany and the first rides undertaken. Mara-Anna Eras-
mus of the owners cut a ribbon while a bell was rang
and declared the cableway officially open.

The cableway at Euphoria is the first such cableway at
a golf course in the world and also the first cableway in
Limpopo. Two carts will transport visitors to and from
the top of the mountain and the splendid views from
there, where the Sundowner restaurant will also
soon be erected.

Although various facilities at Euphoria such as the golf
course and club house are already open for use by the
public, the official opening of Euphoria is scheduled for
4 November 2008.

The 6th Annual Sasol Marakele Birding Breakaway 
will take place during the week-end of 17 to 19 
October in the Marakele National Park. There will be 
bird ringing and bird viewing in open vehicles, 
including night birding.

Guest speakers for the week-end is Saartjie Kidson 
and Herman van Niekerk, co-authors of the series of 
bird spotter’s guides, including “Spotter’s Guide to 
Birds of the Bushveld”.  Some of their books and 
other birding publications will be on sale.

Marakele is one of SANPARKS’ parks situated in a 
malaria free area only approximately 270 km from 
Gauteng.  It includes the beautiful Kransberge in the 
Waterberg mountain range.  It is home to 28 different 
mammal species and 380 bird species, including a 
breeding colony of 600 of the endangered Cape 
Vultures.
